The area has produced wine for nigh on 2000 years and the locals extol the special
pleasure of rumpsteak with a nice Rheingau Red or perhaps a simple soup and salad
with Rheingau White.

This beautiful Baroque palace was built in 1695 by King Friedrich
Wilhelm | as a summer residence for his beloved wife, Queen
Sophie Charlotte. Hidden away in the lush Royal Gardens
are several smaller buildings: the ornate rococo Belvedere,
containing an impressive collection of porcelain, and the
Schinkel Pavilion which houses drawings, paintings,
sculptures, furniture and porcelain by Karl Friedrich Schinkel.
also see the neoclassical Mausoleum containing the tombs of
Queen Louise, King Friedrich Wilhelm I1I, Emperor Wilhelm | and Empress Augusta.

After the fall of the Wall in 1989, Potsdamer Platz turned from a
deserted wasteland into Europe's biggest building site as urban
planners worked to create an ultra-modern city center in the middle
of a reunited Berlin. The only remnants of old Potsdamer Platz are
the historic Haus Huth and the majestic Hotel Esplanade ballroom,
which has been cleverly incorporated into the Sony Center.
Approximately half of the area contains offices; the rest is divided between
entertainment complexes like the IMAX and a fantastic shopping mall.

Germany's most recognizable symbol is not as large as many
visitors expect, yet its history is rich and fascinating. Built in 1791,
the Brandenburg Gate was modeled on the entrance to the
Acropolis in Athens. The Quadriga statue on top of the Gated
designed by sculptor Gottfried Schadowd represents Victoria, the
Goddess of Peace, riding a four-horse chariot. This was one of
Berlin's original 14 city gates, yet the only remaining evidence of
the other gates are the names of underground stations such as Kottbusser Tor and
Schlesisches Tor . The Brandenburg Gate and Pariser Platz have played center stage
to numerous turbulent historical events.

The imposing Reichstag reflects Germany's past, present and
future like no other building. It was constructed in 1884-1894 as
the parliament for Bismarck's German Empire and has seen a
century of German history. After the fall of the Berlin Wall in 1989,
work began to return the building to its original purpose with a
glass dome added by British architect Sir Norman Foster. Visitors
can now climb up to the dome where there is a panoramic terrace,
a photographic exhibition recounting the Reichstag's turbulent history and a rooftop
restaurant




Berlin's grandest boulevard stretches east to west for just over a
mile between Schlossplatz and the Brandenburg Gate .
Originally conceived as a simple riding path between Berliner

Schloss palace and the royal hunting ground in Tiergarten ,

Unter den Linden was transformed into a splendid regal

boulevard by the 18th-century Prussian kings. Named after the

lime trees which line its median, the road contains many of Berlin's landmark
buildings like the Brandenburg Gate , Zeughaus , Kronprinzenpalast , State Opera

House and Humboldt University . The Statue of Frederick the Great also sits here; one

of Rauch's masterpieces, it depicts the king riding on his favorite horse, Condé, wearing

his coronation robes, three-cornered hat, riding boots and holding a stick. Amazingly,
the statue took nearly 70 years, 40 artists, and 100 designs to determine the final plan.

Located in Alexanderplatz in the heart of eastern Berlin, this 1960s structure
towers over the whole city. Built by communist authorities at the height of the
Cold War, West Berliners cheekily christened the TV Tower "the Pope's
revenge" because of the sparkling cross which appears on the pinnacle of
the tower when the sun shines on it. Although regarded by many as an
eyesore, the views from the top are hard to beat. The revolving Telecafe at
207 meters (680 feet) is a pleasant spot to stop for a coffee and a relaxing
gaze over the city

The Berliner Dom (Berlin Cathedral), completed in 1905, is
Berlinds | argest and most i mpor
as the sepulchre of the Prussian Hohenzollemasty. This

outstanding highrenaissance baroque monument has linked

the Hohenzollerns to German Protestantism for centuries
and undergone renewed phases of architectural renovation since
the Middle Ages. First built in 1465 as a parish church on the Kivee
it was only finally completed in 1905 under the last German Kaéhelm II.
Damaged during the Second World War it remained closed during the GDR years and reopened
after restoration in 1993.

Checkpoint Charlie is the famous border crossing between East and
West Berlin, where American and Russian forces stood against each
other aftethe creation of the Berlin wall on August 13, 1961.

After this event, Checkpoint Charlie became the only point at which
tourists, western military and foreign diplomats could cross into the
communist state.

The name "Checkpoint Charlie" came from the mtmnalphabet.

There were two other American checkpoimkselmstadt (Checkpoint Alpha) and Dreilinden
(Checkpoint Bravo). Following this scheme, the third checkpoint on Friedrichstrasse was named
"Checkpoint Charlie".




The checkpoint was removed on then@2f June, 1990 after the fall of
the Berlin Wall. The original guard towers at Checkpoint Charlie have
been placed in thallied Museumin Zehlendorf. Howeer, replicas have
been constructed and today tourists can be seen at all hours of the day
taking their picture beside this historic landmark
